
Küsnacht Vernissage of the Swiss Artist Marietta Gianella-Berry 

 

Light Plays a Major Role  

 

The artist Marietta Gianella-Berry is currently exhibiting her paintings in Küsnacht –
where a broad spectrum of scenes awaits visitors. 

 

The paintings of the Engadine-born Marietta Gianella-Berry are viewed in the Ellen Richard 

Gallery in Küsnacht until the end of October. The artist enchants time and time again with the 

cheerfulness and depth of her works, through which she presents views of personal things and 

places experienced. These include the Engadine Mountains, amidst which she grew up and 

fondly returns. And places and countries discovered  - with exhibition paintings portraying 

sunrise on the banks of the Seine, a broad expanse in Camargue, the banks of the broad and 

gently flowing Saone together with swans, red earth of Morocco, the mountains of Lanzarote 

immersed in soft violet light and the bathing beaches of the North Sea. Light plays a major 

role in all her works. Mariette Gianella-Berry applies colours in such a way to enlighten and 

make the scene seem brighter - or darker through the aid of growing shadow. And in places 

where water builds the theme, mirrored images reflect the play of colours. On portraying 

distances the strokes of her brush are flattish and powerful, while closeness is portrayed with 

amplitude of small details that delight the eye. For example in the paintings with horses 

engaged in Polo play on the lake in St. Moritz – or the colourful flamingos of the Camargue. 

Lovers of Zurich’s lakeside promenade find pleasure in the numerous silhouettes of people at 

the forefront of a delightful background picture of the Opera House and autumn trees that 

appear to move.   

 

Creation of Impressionism   

 
The influence of impressionism is viewed in Marietta Gianella-Berry’s child and garden 

images. Splendid water lily, pink-coloured house concealed between trees in Monet-like 

garden – and the first warming  rays of sun as they  break their way through a blanket of mist 

in a park landscape.   

Her still-life pictures reveal the cheerful side of her life. And that she’s not alone in her 

pensive thoughts - and the extent to which the artist moves people - is shown through the 

great success of this exhibition. (e)
